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To All Students:

Notice Concerning Misconduct in Classes, Exams, and Reports

At University of Miyazaki, we have established policies on handling misconduct in exams and
reports to ensure fair academic evaluation. If misconduct is confirmed, all grades for courses
taken in the relevant semester will be marked as failing, and disciplinary actions such as
suspension may be taken. Please read the following information carefully and ensure that you

do not engage in any form of misconduct. We urge you to approach your studies with integrity.

@ Definition of Misconduct:
Misconduct refers to actions that undermine the integrity of academic evaluations. The
following actions are considered misconduct in classes, exams, and reports*:

*This includes mid-term tests, quizzes, and any other graded assignments, not just final exams.

Examples of Misconduct:

+ Impersonation during exams

- Cheating (bringing unauthorized notes, writing notes on materials, peeking at others'
answers, etc.) (See Note 1)

- Use of unauthorized books, dictionaries, notes, smartphones, etc.

- Forgery of handwriting

- Plagiarism of others' works (See Notes 1 and 2)

- Use of generative Al (except within the scope permitted by the course instructor) (See Note
3)

- Fabrication of experimental results, etc.
Note 1: Students who cheat or plagiarize, as well as those who aid in such activities, will be
subject to disciplinary action.
Note 2: Plagiarism refers to copying another person's report or including someone else's
writings or web content as your own without following academic citation rules. When
referencing literature in reports or theses, adhere to citation rules and include proper citations.
Note 3: When using generative Al in reports, use it only within the permitted scope by the

course instructor. Also, identify any usage of generative Al in your reports.

QResponse to Misconduct

If an instructor or other staff member identifies suspected misconduct, they will promptly
verify the student's identity and secure evidence, then follow prescribed procedures to create
and submit a report. Based on this report, disciplinary actions such as expulsion or suspension,
as well as the nullification of course credits (for the specific course and all courses taken in

that semester), may be decided by the respective departments.
