® Summer camps by volunteer organizations

® Japanese language speech contest for international students

® Seminars on investment and easy money-making techniques

® Self-improvement seminars (claiming to be related to medical field or international
exchange)

® \Various certification acquisition seminars

® Job hunting seminars and employment coaching

® SDGs (Sustainable Development Goals) related events

Pay attention to the following situations:

Lack of clarity in organization name and representative
Lack of clarity in the description of the activities.
Pressure to make quick decisions.

Demands for non-disclosure to the family.

Excessive kindness and flattery.

Gradual changes in the description of the activities.

Joining a malicious organization can have severe consequences. It can trap you in
commitments that hinder your academic progress and subject you to unreasonable
financial demands. It's crucial to refrain from immediate responses, answering surveys, or
providing personal information if approached for recruitment. Verify the credibility of the
organizing group before making any commitments. In distress, seek immediate assistance
from the Student Support Office or the nearest police station.
